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06.10.14 - Clerk had been in touch with Mr John McAvoy for an update on the installation of a speed hump in Carmel and was sent a Consultation Plan.  Members were happy that this project was moving on slowly.  This should read that members were unhappy that this project was moving on so slowly.
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06.10.14 – Reply from Mr Tim Hammett - I attach a copy of my response to your previous enquiry regarding gritting form A476 to B4300 passed Golden Grove. I understand the concerns however there are a large number of roads in the authority which are in the same situation. We presently have a policy in place and a review of gritting routes will be undertaken before next winter and therefore cannot add anything further to what was stated in my earlier response in February.
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14.10.14 – Reply from Mr John McEvoy regarding request for 'concealed entrance' near entrance to Marlais Park.  “ The use of road side traffic signs denoting 'concealed entrance' is not prescribed in the Traffic Signs Regulations and General Directions.  The Council's Traffic section is not permitted to erect signs denoting 'Concealed Entrance' on the public highway.  I expect the reason for this is due to the possible proliferation of such sign types on the road network.  I am sorry that we cannot accede to your request”.  Clerk to contact Mr McAvoy and request a site visit along with a site visit off Milo square where we have requested anti skid materials.
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14.10.14 – Clerk will again follow up locating some litter pickers for member to keep and use where necessary.
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14.10.14 - Regarding the pot holes on the Temple Bar to Cefnberrach especially near Bryngwynne Uchaf farm these will be filled with slow set tarmac and a permanent repair undertaken when a gang is available.  They have now been completed.
