Cllr Campbell gave a short report as follows:

It is the Council's intention, under the leadership of Plaid Cymru, to ensure that 2,000 houses become available to rent over the next five years, which is 400 a year.  These will include new houses, houses that have been bought, and social housing.  It is hoped that this will meet the increasing demand for affordable housing and help keep our young people in the County.

Council staff who are on low salaries will receive an increase in their pay packet that equates to £7.80 an hour, which is higher than the National Living Wage of £7.20.  This is an important contribution with regard to trying to raise the living standards of those amongst our employees who are on the lowest salaries.
