It was proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed, that they were a true and correct record and should be signed by the chairman.

MATTERS ARISING  

07.11.16

Page 2 - 06.10.16 - Clerk reported that past councillor Meirion Williams would be honoured to receive a plate in recommendation of his years as Community Councillor.  There seems to be some confusion on when he was elected, therefore Clerk will need to find this information and proceed to order a plate.

Page 2 - 06.10.16 - Clerk had an email on update regarding the speed monitoring report from Mr John McEvoy as follows:

“I will meet with a member of the Engineering Design team today to have the speed data for the A476 (85%ile, mean speed, traffic volume) indicated on a ordinance survey plan of route.  This will facilitate a more ready interpretation of the results presented to date.  I cannot commit that the plan will be ready by next Monday's meeting, but will be worked on by the Engineer as his work programme allows.  The task to do so will probably take 1/2 a day”.

Page 2 – 06.10.16 – Clerk received a response regarding the way contact centre staff logging complaints calls.

“I have spoken to the Contact Centre staff regarding your comments and as you have mentioned they work to a script of questions.  This script allows them to extract as much information from the witness/complainant enabling them to provide as much detail to the investigating officer.  The justification and change in policy is due to performance indicators and recording accurately how many investigations are conducted.  Through the contact centre operational system (CRM) we can easily interrogate and provide data as and when required.  Another reason for the change was to enable the contact centre staff to directly input the incident into the relevant officers inbox.  Therefore as soon as the contact centre staff take the incident it appears in the officer inbox within seconds.   Previously it went through several hands and there were delays in the officer receiving their workloads.  I hope this provides an explanation and if there are any specific incidents you would like to discuss then please don't hesitate to contact me”.  Clerk in future will have to contact Paul Morris Environmental Enforcement Manager if there is a problem when reporting incidences.

Page 2 – 06.10.16 – Clerk received an email reply from CCC regarding the problem of who is responsible for the car park/area leading from the nature reserve.  Clerk to contact National Resources Wales office at Crosshands as councillors thought that they were involved in replacing the wicket gate leading from car park which has gone missing.

Page 4 – 12.10.16 – Clerk informed members that the internal audit is to be carried out by Mrs Rhiannon Dafis.  Clerk has given her the accounts file to complete the audit.  It was proposed, seconded and unanimously agreed that we would pay her the sum of £100.00 for completing the work.

Appeal committee has been relaunched for the School Transport System and elected members will be part of the decision process.

Consultation is ongoing regarding the possibility of free parking for 2 hours in the morning in Ammanford and Llanelli car parks, so that it brings people into these towns.

Carmarthenshire County Council is in negotiation with Cymdeithas Tai Cartref  to possibly help with the running of the scheme known as “Armslength Partnership”.  Cllr Campbell will keep us informed on the above points.

Cllr Stephens mentioned that it had announced on television this evening that the bicycle path from Llandeilo to Carmarthen has secured a £500,000 funding for the project.  Cllr Campbell confirmed that this was correct and further consultation will need to be made now before the project could commence, but hopefully by 2018 the project will commence.
